A THOUGHT FOR TODAY
Feast of the Ascension of Jesus

The readings today are taken from Acts 1:1-11; Psalm 47; Ephesians 1:17-23; Luke 24:46-53.

Separation is something that all of us must deal with, many times in our lives. All of us experience so
many separations as we go through life. Some separations are temporary and some are permanent. As
we celebrate the Ascension of Jesus, perhaps we could reflect for a few moments on how we are dealing
with our separation from Jesus.

Perhaps we could learn a simple lesson from those thousands of people who need to cope with the
absence of a loved one. We need to do whatever we can to maintain the presence of Christ in our lives
even though we can't see him or touch him. The very first thing we need to do is to remember Jesus. |
hope that's the reason why we make such an effort to come to the Eucharist. We do this in memory of
Jesus. As the community of his friends, we do what he told us to do. "Do this in memory of me". We also
need to remember Jesus when we are not here.

There are many ways we can do this: prayer, spiritual reading, retreats, taking care of others, practicing
gratitude, meditation and contemplation, small Christian communities or prayer groups. There are so many
ways in which we can keep Jesus alive in our day to day lives. It would be a good idea to look at the ways
by which we are now keeping the memory of Jesus alive. Perhaps we need to re-commit ourselves to
some things we used in the past but have let slip. Or maybe we need to do something absolutely new that
would help make Jesus more alive in our busy lives.

| hope that we will find that as we become more conscious of Jesus in our lives, we will experience his
presence more and more. Isn't this what happens when we really love someone?

Proclaim the Gospel of John 17: 20-25

The New Commandment

As you listen to the gospel be attentive to a word, a phrase, a question, an image, or a feeling that
emerges. Reflect on this quietly or share it aloud.

INVITATION TO REFLECT

There is almost a sense of listening to another's conversation as we hear the proclamation of this
gospel. The tenderness, intimacy and passion we hear in Jesus' words are utterly disarming. We are
given glimpses of the eternal familial nature of the relationship between Jesus and the Father.

Jesus has just finished praying for the disciples, and now he turns his thoughts toward those of us
who will come to faith as a result of their word. In his prayer, Jesus speaks passionately of his desire for
believers to be united to each other, with him and the Father in their relationship: "so that they may all be
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one, as you, Father, are in me and | in you" (v. 21a). The unity for which Jesus prays is not an end in itself;
his desire is for the Church to be a very part of the love that exists between the Father and himself, "that
the world may believe that you sent me" (v. 21b). Jesus prays that the world may recognize God's saving
love in the life and action of the Church.

During these days of the Easter season, we hear stories of the beginnings of the Church. With
compassion and tenderness, Jesus brings his disciples through the initial shock and confusion that
followed the Resurrection. He assures them, instructs them, and helps them to see that they are essential
to continuing the work he started. Though this gospel, like last week's, occurs before his death and
resurrection, Jesus' prayer is not bound by time and chronology. Similarly, the unity of the Church is not
bound by time and chronology. The Church today is as connected to those gathered behind locked doors,
as it is to the parish across town, as it will be to the parishes of the furure. The unifying force is the
Church's participation in the saving love of God. How do | live in that love?

INVITATION TO GROUP SHARING

1. Is there someone | know who seems to have a natural ability for bringing people together for a common
goal? What is it about her/him that makes this so?

2. How well do we (as individuals, as a group, as a parish) reflect the unity for which Jesus so
passionately prayed?

3. What can we do to reach beyond our parish and share Christ's love?

INVITATION TO ACT

Determine a specific action (individual or group) that flows from your sharing. When choosing an
individual action, determine what you will do and share it with the group. When choosing a group
action, determine who will take responsibility for different aspects of the action. These should be
your primary considerations. The following are secondary suggestions:
As you pray the Creed at Mass, take time to consider your unity with people all over the world who are
praying those same words at about the same time.

2. Choose a sister parish in a developing country. Put into action the saving love of God in common
prayer and communication with them.

3. As a parish, make an effort to pray for a nearby congregation, regardless of their tradition, in your town
or neighborhood. Contact them in a letter, telling them of your prayers, invite them to do the same.

4. With the pastor's support, consider the possibility of arranging cooperative community efforts between
the youth groups of some various Christian congregations.

CLOSING INVITATION TO PRAY
Give thanks to God (aloud or silently) for new insights, for desires awakened, for directions
clarified, for the gift of one another's openness and sensitivity. Conclude with the following prayer:

Lord Jesus, thank you for the invitation to participate in the loving energy that exists between you and the
Father. We are in awe of your generosity, and grateful for the reality. Help us to take to heart the unity for
which you prayed. Your Church in the world has suffered many fractures. Grant that we may be healers
and signs of your reign, so that those who don't know you will be drawn in by your love, as evidenced by
our actions. We offer this prayer through the inspiration of your Holy Spirit. Amen.
