A THOUGHT FOR TODAY 
The Eleventh Sunday in Ordinary Time 

 
The readings today are taken from 2 Samuel 

12:7-13; Psalm 32; Galatians 2:19-31; Luke 
7:36-8:3.  
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We have often heard the quote that the fully 
human person is the glory of God. Whatever is 
truly human is good. Now there are many things 
that make us human. The greatest of these is 
love, and one area of love which needs more 
attention from many of us is the area of giving 
and receiving affection. 

It's sad that today many of us have become 
afraid of the gift of affection. We judge that all 
affection is just a disguised form of sexual 
desire, and so we treat it as something to be 
avoided at all costs. We are in danger of 
becoming a politically correct and cold society. 
May God free us from such a terrible 
predicament. 

Affection is not a soft, flimsy kind of reality. It 
can take on great strength when needed. 
Affection moves us to protect others, to stand up 
for their rights, not to let them be taken 
advantage of.  If someone dared to harm our 
children, or spouse or our beloved pet, they 
would soon see that our affection is not a soft, 
wimpy kind of thing. 

Affection has power. The lack of affection has 
caused many people to become desperate and 
to seek it in ways that are harmful to themselves 
and others. But, on the positive side, affection 
can give hope and security to us. They say that 
the best thing a man can do for his children is to 
love his wife. Children are so much more secure 
when they live in an atmosphere of loving 
affection. Aren't we all? 

God became human in the person of Jesus. 
We also need to become more human. The 
glory of God is a man or woman fully alive - alive 
with love and the God-given gift of affection for 
one another.

FAITH SHARING  

Eleventh Sunday in Ordinary Time 
The Discipleship of Women -   

A Gift of Our Church 
 

INVITATION TO PRAY  
Pause for a few moments of silence and enter more 
deeply into the presence of God.  
Song:  "One Bread, One Body," John Foley, OCP 
 
Proclaim the Gospel of Luke 7:36-50 
Pardon of the Sinful Woman 
As you listen to the gospel be attentive to a word, a 
phrase, a question, an image, or a feeling that 
emerges.  Reflect on this quietly or share it aloud. (The 
other readings for this Sunday are 2 Samuel 12:7-13; 
Psalm 32; Galatians 2:19-31.)  
 
INVITATION TO REFLECT 

This story of pardon shows two different 
responses to the ministry of Jesus. Suspecting 
Jesus is a prophet, the Pharisee invites him to a 
banquet at his house, but his self-righteousness 
leads to little love and forgiveness. The sinful 
woman, however, expresses her faith in actions, 
which lead to forgiveness. Her expression, with 
her display of love, gives Jesus the occasion to 
teach a profound lesson of divine forgiveness and 
a response of gratitude. 

Time and again it is the women around Jesus 
who extend themselves in service; who stay by 
his side no matter what the danger or pain; who 
more readily understand his message of 
simplicity, service, and sacrifice; and who 
respond quickly and enthusiastically to his 
call. Far too often, it is the men around Jesus 
who flaunt their authority and position and resist 
his message; who desert him in danger; who 
are quick to judge and exclude others; who are 
rigidly bound to the past; and who are slow to 
understand Jesus' new "Way." 

Just like the Pharisee in today's gospel, we 
acknowledge Jesus as prophet, but often do not 
see him in our everyday relations. Too many of 
us, women as well as men, fail to recognize 
sexism at home, or work, or church. As Christ's 
compassionate disciples today, we face the 
challenge of expressing our love of Jesus in our 
daily relationships and policies. We need to 
recognize, we need to acknowledge, we need 
to change, personally and socially. 

We, who recognize this need for change, 
need to start with ourselves and any lingering 
sexism we may find in our own attitudes and 
behaviors. As we make our vocabulary more 

inclusive, encourage inclusive language where 
we work and worship. As we eliminate sexist 
put-downs in our own conversation, we can 
challenge such put-downs in the mouths of 
others. As we change our own sexist division of 
tasks and responsibilities and exclusive patterns 
at home (for example, men watching sports and 
women preparing meals at every family 
gathering), we can do the same in our 
workplace, parish, and other groups and 
organizations. 

INVITATION TO GROUP SHARING  
1. In what ways or situations am I like some of 

the Pharisee whose rigid, judgmental, and 
legalistic thinking and acting Jesus 
condemned? Are there ways in which our 
faith community is guilty of this thinking as 
well? 

2. In what ways or situations have I embodied 
the humble and generous compassion, 
service, and repentance of the woman Jesus 
extols? 

3. Where do I see sexism first hand? How does 
my silence in this witness, or my defense of 
the status quo, fare for those excluded? 

4. What steps can I, and we as a faith community, 
take to become less like some of the 

Pharisees 
and more like the sorrowful woman? 

 
INVITATION TO ACT 
Determine a specific action (individual or group) that 
flows from your sharing.  These should be your primary 
considerations .The following are secondary 
suggestions:   
1. Add to your reading list the biographies of 

compassionate and courageous women some 
traditional and some not so traditional saintly 
women. Consider Catherine of Siena, Teresa 
of Avila, Mother Elizabeth Seton, Sojourner 
Truth or Kateri Tekawitha. 

2. Identify sexist patterns and behaviors where 
you live, wok, and/or worship and pick one to 
focus your prayer and action on first. 

3. Offer a gender sensitivity training for your 
parish staff and parishioners, especially those 
involved in ministry. Be sure to include young 
adults, adolescents. 

 

 
 
CLOSING INVITATION TO PRAY 
Give thanks to God (aloud or silently) for new insights, 
for desires awakened, for directions clarified, for the 
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gift of one another's openness and sensitivity.  
Conclude with the following prayer:  
 

Jesus, your example of praising women and 
including them in your ministry is a challenging 
one for us today.  Send us your Spirit of inclusive 
love to break open our narrow thinking and our 
exclusionary behavior. Help us to be like the 
woman who anointed your feet. Above all, let it 
be our love that humbly and persistently speaks 
to those whose rigidity continues to wound 
persons deeply and wound the Church as well.   

Jesus, you spoke hard words when you said 
you came to sow division, not peaceful conformity.  
Help us to embrace this hard love and work 
tirelessly on behalf of your prophetic words and 
witness. We pray, as always, in your name, 
Jesus, our Christ and our brother. Amen

PRINCE OF PEACE CATHOLIC CHURCH 
BAPTISMAL REQUIREMENTS  

 
1. Only a Catholic parent or legal guardian can 

request baptism for a child.  Requestor must 
be a registered member of Prince of Peace 
Catholic Church and agree to these 
requirements. 

2. If one of the parents is not Catholic, he/she 
must agree to a Catholic upbringing of the 
child. 

3. Parents and godparents must attend two 
baptismal preparation classes prior to 
having the child baptized.   Classes are 
held every 1st and 2nd Monday evening of 
each month and you must pre-register for 
class.   Please call the parish office for an 
appointment with a parish representative who 
will register you for class and assist you with 
paperwork.  If Baptism is to take place at 
another parish, ask (no later than by the end 
of the second class) for a letter certifying 
your attendance. 

4. A copy  of the child’s State Birth Certificate  
must be provided before Baptism can be 
performed. 

5. The child’s Catholic parents are expected to 
provide a sound Catholic upbringing for the 
child. 

6. At least one Catholic Godparent is required 
and no more than two (one male and one 
female) are permitted.  The Catholic 
sponsor(s) will be registered as 
Godparent(s).  A non-Catholic cannot be 
recognized as a Godparent and will be 
registered as a Witness.  Godparent(s) must 
be at least 16 years of age; member(s) in 
good standing of the Catholic Church; lead a 
life of faith; have received the sacraments of 
Baptism, Confirmation, and Eucharist 
(Communion); and not be the child’s parents.  

7. A Letter of Permission  from the 
Godparent(s)  Church-of-record  is required 
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prior to Baptism for proposed Godparent(s) 
not registered at Prince of Peace Catholic 
Church. Certificate of class attendance at 
their Church is acceptable in lieu of attending 
classes at Prince of Peace.  

8. If you are not married through the Catholic 
Church, we suggest you make an 
appointment with the Pastor to discuss 
possible church options. 

9. A scheduled date  for Baptism cannot be set  
until all paperwork is completed and in the 
parish office.  Please make sure that your 
selected date is confirmed with the parish 
office before planning any special festivities.
