A THOUGHT FOR TODAY

Thirteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time

The readings today are taken from First book
of Kings 19:16-21; Psalm 16; Galatians 5:1, 13-18;
Luke 9:51-62.

"When it came close to the time for his
Ascension, he gathered up his courage and
steeled/prepared himself for the journey to
Jerusalem.”

Other words for steeled are hardened,
toughened, disciplined. This description of Jesus
strongly indicates what was going on inside of
him. He knew he was walking into a situation
where he would not come out alive, and so he
summoned up every ounce of courage as he
began his last journey to Jerusalem.

Every one of us is asked to take the same
journey as Jesus. We are called by Jesus himself
to be faithful no matter what it might require of us.
Our world is sadly lacking in people with the
courage of their convictions. Often people choose
the path of least resistance. Or we just wander off
the path bit by bit, till we are no longer on our
original journey.

If you find yourself lost in the woods and you
discover that the only way out is over a mountain
and through some dense bush, then chances are
you will take that route. But if you discover an
easy footpath, you would probably choose that
trail. Too many times we see breaking our
commitment as an easy footpath. When we take
the easy way, we avoid a lot of hard work, but end
up losing so much.

Look for support for your faith, and give your
support to others. It's just too dangerous to keep
traveling alone. And besides that, it's not healthy.
We can get tired and worn out if we don't have
others to lean on. When we find it hard to believe,
it's good to have friends whose faith is strong.
When we get discouraged, it's good to have
others to pick us up and help us move on. And, of
course, we can do the same for others.

Here | Am, Lord

INVITATION TO PRAY

Pause for a few moments of silence and enter more
deeply into the presence of God.

Song: "Here | Am, Lord," Dan Schutte, OCP

Proclaim the Gospel of Luke 9: 51-62
Samaritan Inhospitality

As you listen to the gospel be attentive to a word, a
phrase, a question, an image, or a feeling that
emerges. Reflect on this quietly or share it aloud.
(The other readings for this Sunday are 1 Kings 19:
16, 19-21; Psalm 16; and Galatians 5: 1, 13-18.)

INVITATION TO REFLECT

When we are young and idealistic, we often find
ourselves able to say with genuine enthusiasm, "I'l
go with you anywhere, Lord! Here | am, Lord; send
me." The first apostles dropped their nets and

responded immediately to Jesus' invitation to "follow
me" (V 59). They swelled with pride as the crowds
swelled in size, especially when Jesus climbed on
the donkey and made his entry into Jerusalem on
that first Palm Sunday.

The first apostles thought their kingly Messiah
was riding in triumph to claim his earthly throne,
even when Jesus chose a lowly donkey rather
than the regal horse as his steed, they still didn't
understand that he was going into his final deadly
confrontation with the forces of domination and
exploitation within the Roman and Jewish
communities. But it didn't take long for the glory
of Palm Sunday to become the terror of Good
Friday. His followers scattered in fear. Peter, his
chosen representative, denied his master three
times. They clearly could not keep their promise
to follow him wherever he would go.

Jesus' sobering words to Peter should be
sobering to us as well, someone will "lead you
where you do not want to go" (John 21:18). The
enthusiastic early promises we make are purified
through suffering. Like Jesus and Peter, God will
lead us where we would rather not go. In the
Garden of Gethsemane, Jesus pleaded in terror,
"let this cup pass from me;..." (Matt 26: 39). But
Jesus was quickly consoled by God's Spirit of Love,
so that he could yield himself completely to his
Father's will, "not as | will, but as you will" (Matt. 26:
39). Realizing that Jesus knows full well the fearful
reality of embracing the call to sacrificial love, we
can pray in confidence for the grace to follow him to
the cross, and through the cross to Easter and the
fullness of life.

If Abraham and Sarah in their old age could pick
up and leave their ancestral land in faith and go
wherever God would lead them, perhaps we can
approach the unknowns in our own journeys with
the same courageous faith. If the fearful Peter, who
denied his master three times, could be brought by
the power of the Holy Spirit to embrace death by
crucifixion, perhaps we can endure those lesser
forms of persecution that we may experience when
we say our "yes."



INVITATION TO GROUP SHARING

1 Are there places or situations that I am
resisting at this time in my life, when, in fact, it
may be God who is prompting me to go there?

2. How might | respond better when God leads
me where | would rather not go?

3. What can | do to find the helps | need in order
to go more courageously into these difficult
situations as an emissary of God's love?

4. What can we do as a faith community to
nurture this sense of "mission" and openness to
the will of God in our worship, educational
programs, and outreach ministries?

INVITATION TO ACT

Determine a specific action (individual or group) that
flows from your sharing. These should be your
primary considerations .The following are secondary
suggestions:

1. Set aside time this year for a mini-retreat in
which the focus is on where God is leading you
on your spiritual journey. This could be done
individually with the person you are closest to,
or with a small prayer group or ministry group.

2. Each time you are in a difficult situation, make
sure you allow ample time to reflect prayerfully
and listen. Meditate on the lives of the heroes of
faith — from Paul's list in chapters 10 and 11 of
his Letter to the Hebrews, to the contemporary
heroes of faith identified in earlier sessions.

3. Find or form a group of believers who want to be
more compassionate and courageous in
standing with the victims of injustice. The
support and accountability that a group provides
is an essential ingredient in prophetic ministry.

CLOSING INVITATION TO PRAY

Give thanks to God (aloud or silently) for new
insights, for desires awakened, for directions
clarified, for the gift of one another's openness and
sensitivity.  Conclude with the following prayer,
which is a paraphrase of the prophetic reluctance
but eventual submission, we find in Jeremiah 1 and
Isaiah 7. Jeremiah cited his youth, as well as fear,
as his excuses (Jeremiah 1:6). While most of us
can't use youth as our excuse, we are quick to cite
our lack of experience or training. And none of us
easily chooses what we anticipate will be a fearful
and painful experience.

Leader: And the Lord said, "Go!"

All: And | said, "Who, me?"

Leader: And God sad, "Yes, you!"

All: And | said, "But I'm not ready yet, and
there is company coming, and | can't
leave my kids; you know there's no one to
take my place."

Leader: And God said, "You're Stalling."
Again God said, Go!"

All: And | said, "But | don't want to."

Leader: And God said, "I didn't ask if you
wanted to."

All: And | said, "Listen, I'm not the kind of
person to get involved in controversy.
Besides, my family won't like it, and what
will other parishioners and neighbors
think!"

Leader: And God said, "Why do you care?"
And yet a third time God said, "Go!"

All: And | said, "Do | have to?"

Leader: And God said, "Do you love me?"



All: And | said, "Look, I'm scared...People are
going to hate me and cut me up into little
pieces. | can't take it all by myself."

Leader: And God said, "Where do you think I'll
be?"

And God said, "Go!"

All: And I sighed, "Here | am; send me."

4. Are divorced persons welcome in the
Catholic Church?

5. Does my divorce mean that | am now
excommunicated from the Catholic Church?

6. Is an annulment a divorce Catholic style?

7. Do only Catholic marriages need to be
declared null before a second marriage can
take place?

8. Is a decree of nullity possible even though
our marriage lasted many years and
resulted in the birth of a number of children?

9. | was married in the Catholic Church and
now | am divorced and remarried by the Civil
Court and | would love to be able to receive
Holy Communion, what should | do?

10.If | get an annulment will my children be
illegitimate?
