Twenty-Fifth Sunday in Ordinary Time

Resourceful Stewarding

INVITATION TO PRAY

Pause for a few moments of silence and enter more
deeply into the presence of God.

Song: "Lord, You Have Come," ("Pescador de
Hombres"), Cesareo Gabarain, OCP

Proclaim the Gospel of Luke 16: 1-13

Parable of the Dishonest Steward

As you listen to the gospel be attentive to a word, a
phrase, a question, an image, or a feeling that
emerges. Reflect on this quietly or share it aloud.

(The other readings for this Sunday are Amos 8: 4-
7; Psalm 113; and 1 Timothy 2: 1-8.)

INVITATION TO REFLECT

Parables startled their listeners, captured their
attention and invited conversion. Today's parable is
one of the most difficult parables to understand.
The listeners of this parable would have been
startled by the fact that the unjust steward was not
immediately jailed after he was fired. Life was,
nevertheless, over for him. No one would ever hire
him again.

The scene opens with the manager committing
some dishonest deed and the master finding out.
The manager's silence reveals his guilt. He is in
trouble and he knows it; he cannot dig ditches and
he will not beg. How will he support himself?

He devises a plan and decides to count on the
master's generosity he had experienced earlier. In
the name of the master, the manager reduces some
of the renter's debt. The master would be greatly
honored and praised for his generosity. He would
be the talk of the village, and there would be great
rejoicing. The manager was confident that the
master would not put a damper on the community's
joy by publicly exposing the situation. The
manager's future employment possibilities would
thus remain intact. He cleverly preserved his future
by counting on the master's mercy.

It appears as if the manager's solution was
dishonest and cut into the master's profits. That is
not the case, however. The amount he deducted
from the rents constituted the amount he would
have added to the principle for his own commission.

Jesus was exhorting his disciples to rely on God's
mercy and power to save, but also to be as clever
and as diligent as the steward in securing their
future in the reign of God. This is a "how much
more" parable. If the manager provided for his
future by his clever manipulation of wealth, "how
much more" will disciples do the same by using
wealth to build the reign of God.

Another theme in today's gospel suggests that
anyone who is a lackadaisical steward of this
world's resources can hardly be entrusted with the
truths of the kingdom. Reliance on God was
evidenced by the way believers were good stewards
[or not] of the resources entrusted to them and how
they cared for the poor. Disciples are to be clever
stewards of all that has been entrusted to them.
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INVITATION TO GROUP SHARING

1 What do | need to learn from today's gospel?
Have | ever had an experience in which honest
resourcefulness helped me sort through a difficult
situation? Where was the hand of God in that
situation?

2. How does this gospel invite me to use the
material resources at my disposal? How do |
feel about Jesus' insistence that good
stewardship has as much to do with resources
as it does with the Christian truth? Explain and
give an example.

3. What are the implications of the challenge for
me to be generous with my financial
resources? How will | respond?

INVITATION TO ACT

Determine a specific action (individual or group) that
flows from your sharing. These should be your
primary considerations .The following are secondary
suggestions:

1. Spend some time this week reflecting on the
ways in which you are a good steward of your
time, talent, and treasure. Commit to work on
one area that needs strengthening.

2. Determine a worthy cause to which you will
extend great generosity.

3. We know that God is a God of all, especially the
powerless. Yet, in today's gospel, the steward
seems to help himself. He was only able to help
himself because of his experience of God's
incredible mercy. Each night this week, look over
the story of your life and reflect upon one
experience in which you were able to use your
own giftedness, fed by your experience of God's
providence, to help you through a difficult
situation in your life. Keep a journal and share
the good news with a friend during the week.

4. Lobby your legislators on a key issue they are
considering.

CLOSING INVITATION TO PRAY

Give thanks to God (aloud or silently) for new
insights, for desires awakened, for directions
clarified, for the gift of one another's openness and
sensitivity. Conclude with the following prayer:

Compassionate and merciful God, you adorn the
earth with lush treasures and clothe it in royal attire.
You provide human beings with every good gift and
you feed us with spiritual food. Your compassion is
endless; your mercy flows freely like a river. Gift us,
your faithful servants, with your wisdom and
creativity, so that we may be good stewards of the
wealth you have entrusted to our care. Strengthen
us as we go forth to share your truth with the rest of
the world. Grant this through your Son, our Lord
Jesus Christ, who lives and reigns with you and the
Holy Spirit, one God, forever and ever. Amen.

A THOUGHT FOR TODAY

25" Sunday in Ordinary Time

The readings today are taken from the Book of
Amos 8: 4-7; Psalm 113; 1 Paul to Timothy 2:1-8;
Luke 16:1-13.

There are at least two very closely related
lessons in today's Gospel. One is that we must not
be a slave to money and possessions, and the other
is that we must expend whatever energy we need
to, as we seek to love God and our neighbor. It's
amazing how courageous and daring many of the
saints were. They dared to think differently. They
most definitely thought outside of the box. They
didn't allow the customs or expectations of their
culture to trap them in narrow ways of seeing the
world.

The basic problem here seems to be one of
energy. When it comes to working hard to get more
money to buy more things and live more
comfortably, many people are willing to expend a

great deal of energy. But when it comes to serving
God, we often find that there is an energy crisis.
Being a follower of Jesus Christ takes energy and
time. We don't love those in need by just wishing
them well. Jesus praised the unfaithful steward, not
for his dishonesty, but because he showed such
ingenuity and cleverness. The steward saw a
problem and took great pains to make sure that the
problem was taken care of.

Sometimes we suffer from a spirit of timidity or
fear. Perhaps we are able to see the needs as well
as anyone else, but fear moves in on us. It then
shows us all the difficulties we would meet if we
tried to help others in some particular way. And so
we back off, telling ourselves that we couldn't
possibly overcome all of those roadblocks we would
encounter. We need to somehow recapture the spirit
of the pioneer. For the pioneer, roadblocks are only
obstacles, which need to be overcome. We need to
harness the collective energy of the community if we
hope to make any difference in our world. Gandhi
once said that "The difference between what we do
and what we are capable of doing would suffice to
solve most of the world's problems." It's time to
close the gap.
