Proclaim the Gospel of Luke 18: 1-8  

Parable of the Persistent Widow 

As you listen to the gospel be attentive to a word, a 
phrase, a question, an image, or a feeling that 
emerges.  Reflect on this quietly or share it aloud. 
(The other readings for this Sunday are Exodus 17: 
8-13; Psalm 121; and 2 Timothy 3: 14-4: 2.)  

 

 

INVITATION TO REFLECT 

Luke tells us why Jesus told the story about the 
persistent widow. It is to illustrate our need to pray 
always and not to lose heart.  That widow definitely 
did not lose heart when she went again and again to 
the judge in search of justice.  

The judge in the story of Jesus was so 
powerful, so rich, and so well protected, that he did 
not fear any human being.  He had sufficient money 
and sufficient information to silence anybody.  He 
was, so said Jesus, not even afraid of God.  It is 
suggested that he might just have been 
waiting for a bribe.  

When that widow came asking him 
again and again to do justice to her, he 
gave up.  He said: "While it is true that I 
neither fear God nor respect any human 
being, because this widow keeps 
bothering me I shall deliver a just decision 
for her lest she finally come and strike me" (v.4).  In 
fact the Greek text uses a verb that indicates that he 
was afraid that the widow might give him a black 
eye or knock him out.  

Jesus tells us to persevere in prayer.  Let us be 
persistent in prayer for a troubled son or daughter; 
for the grace to sustain the caring of a sick child or 
an aging parent; for family peace and harmony; for 
an end of violence in our world that justice might be 
done here on earth. We not only need to pray, we 
also have to live in a way consistent with our 
prayers.  
 

INVITATION TO GROUP SHARING  

1. What worthy needs could I be praying for more 
persistently and faithfully?�

2. Why do I, at times, procrastinate in helping 
others? 

3. How are we willing, as a group, to use the 
influence we have in our parish or broader 
community, especially when others appeal to 
us to help them in their predicaments. 

4. What caring action will I, or we, undertake that 
calls for fortitude and perseverance?  

�

INVITATION TO ACT 

Determine a specific action (individual or group) that 
flows from your sharing. These should be your 
primary considerations .The following are secondary 
suggestions:   

1. Determine a specific need for which you will pray 
with persistence. 

2. Let us take care that well-specified prayers for 
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justice and peace are offered at the "Prayers of 
the Faithful" during the Eucharistic celebrations. 

3. Today's widows, widowers, and orphans are 
often considered the "outsiders" in our society 
and even in parish contexts.  Some of them, who 
can't leave their homes anymore, or do not dare 
to do so, are sometimes called "shut-ins."  Let us 
try to identify them in our parish community and 
determine a specific way to reach out with a 
helping hand.  

 

CLOSING INVITATION TO PRAY 

Give thanks to God (aloud or silently) for new 
insights, for desires awakened, for directions 
clarified, for the gift of one another's openness and 
sensitivity.  Then divide those present into three 
or four groups, and let each group pray the 
following prayer in turn:  

 

 

Almighty God, we remember before you, all those 
among us who are treated unjustly, especially 
…..(pause and name those you would like to 
remember).  Bless and guide us that your love may 
be shown in our concern for them.  In the name of 
Jesus we pray!  Amen.

A THOUGHT FOR TODAY 

29th Sunday in Ordinary Time  

The readings today are taken from Exodus 17:8-
13; Psalm 121; 2 Timothy 3:14-4:2; Luke 18:1-8.    

Love letters are beautiful things. But don't worry if 
you don't have any hidden under your bed, because 
we all have a very large and beautiful love letter 
from God - we call it the Holy Scriptures--The Bible, 
The Word of God.  And today, the only thing I want 
to do is to remind you of that love letter and 
encourage you to look at it once again.  

The Catechism of the Catholic Church tells us 
that, "The Church forcefully and specifically exhorts 
all the Christian faithful...to learn the surpassing 
knowledge of Jesus Christ, by frequent reading of 
the divine Scriptures." (par. 133) 

So how are we supposed to do this reading and 
reflecting on the Scriptures? There are many 
different ways, but let me suggest one way. A very 
simple and effective way is to take the Scripture 
readings for the coming Sunday, and allow those 
readings to be part of our prayer during the week.  

If you have a Sunday missal, then the readings 
are easy to find. Perhaps you could take one 
reading at a time during the week. Find a quiet spot, 
read the reading, stay with it for a few minutes and 
allow it to speak to you. This way you would cover 
the Sunday readings on three different days, and 
would be better prepared to hear them when you 
come to Mass on Sunday. Perhaps you would even 
discuss them with someone else. This method also 
keeps you in tune with the liturgical season, whether 
that be Lent or Christmas or just the Ordinary Time 
of our Church year. 

But what really matters is to allow God's Word to 
slowly become a part of your thinking, breathing and 
living. God's love letter can change our lives as it 
has done for so many people since the days when 
Jesus walked this earth.
